The competitions will take place at the facilities of the Academy of Physical 

Education (AWF) Kraków, where the European Olympic Games will be held in 

2023, which will be the continental qualification for the Olympic Games in Paris 

2024. 

 

Krakow is one of the most visited cities in Poland. There are numerous historical 

monuments, good hotels, restaurants, and recreational opportunities. The most significant 

sites (and the symbols of Krakow) are: the Wawel Castle, main Market Square with 

Barbican, the Sukiennice Cloth Hall and St. Mary's Basilica, Kazimierz. 

 

The city is located next to other attractive places, such 

as: the Wieliczka salt mine, the Tatra Mountains.It is 

said that Krakow is the cultural and educational capi 

tal of Poland. There is always something going on: 

music and film festivals, the Jewish Culture Festival, 

academic conferences and sports events. At 

Czartoryski Museum many famous works of art can be 

found (Leonardo da Vinci's 'Lady with an Ermine' or 

Rembrandt's 'Landscape with Good Samaritan').

Participants  For Category U19 athletes male and female from Europe, born 

   January 1, 2004 (Cat. U19) and younger can participate.  

 

   For Category U17 athletes male and female from Europe, born 

   January 1, 2006 (Cat. U17) and younger can participate.  

 

Note: The Championships is “closed” competition, meaning only athletes from European 

Confederation are allowed to compete.

 Laser Run: shooting range (service: APEOM laser shooting) 36+2 shooting range 

with laser precision targets 

 running course: synthetic track and grass

Accommodation at the Academy of Physical Education in Krakow in single and double 

rooms with a bathroom.  

 

Transport  

 

Transportation from Krakow International Airport and from to the official hotels and 

the return journey is only guaranteed if flight information is provided in the registration 

system well in advance and prior to the deadline.  

 

• From Kraków Airport to Kraków Main Train Station (by train – 17’) and after by 

LOC’s bus to the official hotel (lead by volunteers from airport) 

• From Kraków Main Train Station to the official hotel by LOC’ bus 

• For teams who arrived by car - parking at the Academy of Physical Education.  

 (after authorization, free, in a closed area but without protection)

At the same time as submitting the Entry B Form (JUNE 5) all NFs must send to 

the LOC by electronic bank transfer 30% of the total amount of their 

accommodation invoice, otherwise their reservation will not be guaranteed.  

 

If on arrival for the competition, the team has fewer athletes and/or officials than listed on 

their Final Entry Form and without informing the LOC at least 7 days prior to their arrival, 

the NF will pay a fine to the Organising Nation/LOC of 200 Euros for each person not 

attending. 
 

The full amount must be paid either: 70% remaining via bank transfer at the same time 

as submitting Final Entry Form (JUNE 26) or 70% remaining on the first day of arrival

Athletes  
 

Athletes Licenses & Insurance  

 

Athletes are only allowed to participate in UIPM sanctioned events if they are in possession 

of a valid Athletes License. Registration is not possible without a License Number. If an 

athlete does not have a license they will not be allowed to take part in the competition.  

 

Visas and Vaccination  

Visiting nations should confirm visa and vaccination requirements for entry into Poland 

prior travelling to the event. The LOC cannot accept responsibility for arranging visas but 

can provide specific letters of invitation if needed. For information if you need a visa or 

vaccinations please contact your nearest Embassy or Consulate.
